ASage Datum . - a horizontal surface used as a zero-paint for
measurement of stage or gage height. This surface usually'is located
slightly below the lowest point of the ‘stream bottom .

Ahe Zero.Datum For The North Platte River. At North Platte Is 2792.14
Feet Established in 1968.

Mecause the gage datum is not an actual-physical object, the datum is
usually defined by specifying the elevations of permanent reference
marks such as bridge abutments and survey monuments, and the gage
IS set to agree with the reference marks .
